In Indonesia on December 22, 2018, a tsunami wave appeared without meteorological
warning and swallowed more than 222 people in a single moment while partying at a concert.

The deadly tsunami in Indonesia was triggered by a chunk of the Anak Krakatau volcano
slipping into the ocean, officials have confirmed, amid calls for a new early warning system
that can detect volcanic eruptions. Hundreds of military personnel and volunteers spent
Monday scouring beaches strewn with debris in search of survivors. At least 1,459 people
were injured and more than 600 homes, 60 shops and 420 vessels damaged when the
tsunami struck. The fact that the tsunami was triggered by a volcano rather than an
earthquake meant no tsunami warning was triggered, scientists said. Coastal residents
reported not seeing or feeling any warning signs before waves of up to three metres high
surged in.
